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More firsts for Australian Living!
Australian Living continues to break the traditional residential building mould.
“We are excited to be able to bring more firsts to the marketplace and, by doing this, continually raise the performance bar of sustainable housing.” says Cameron Rosen, Owner of Australian Living.
Australian Living has recently laid the first Australian residential concrete slabs to use Envirocrete with 60% cement replacement. Recycled steel reinforcement was supplied by OneSteel Reinforcing.

“It is fantastic that, through Australian Living’s Eco-Challenge project, Boral is once again able to showcase and promote Envirocrete as a sustainable concrete that can be adapted to suit different customer requirements. The Envirocrete that we supplied uses over 60% cement replacement and over 20% aggregate replacement with waste/recycled materials. When combined with recycled water, there is over 30% total recycled content in the concrete.” says Bob Bornstein from Boral Concrete.

Cement is the largest contributor to Green House Gas (GHG) emissions and with each tonne of cement producing around 1 tonne of GHG, by reducing the cement content by 60% Boral are reducing GHG emissions enormously. For every 10 cubic metres of Envirocrete supplied to Australian Living’s Eco-Challenge development, GHG emissions is being reduced by over 1.2 tonnes. Each house is using 120 cubic metres of Envirocrete therefore reducing GHG emissions by around 14 tonnes which, interestingly, is the same amount of GHG the average Australian household releases (as calculated by the Federal Government) or the saving equivalent to driving a 2 litre car for 5 years.
David Zorzi from OneSteel Reinforcing says, “When we heard what Cameron was trying to achieve with the Eco Challenge project we were very keen to become involved.  Steel is one of the world’s most recycled materials and potentially can be continually recycled into new products. In conjunction with Boral’s Envirocrete, we are highlighting that reinforced concrete slabs are environmentally sustainable from a construction perspective and also thermally efficient on an ongoing basis, helping to reduce the amount of electricity required to heat and cool homes and thereby reducing the home’s ongoing carbon footprint.”
Australian Living has chosen not to go down the traditional path of using bricks in constructing the walls for the four Eco-Challenge homes at Rose Bay. Australian Living is constructing the walls using Ritek’s sustainable wall system.

Cameron Rosen says “We were looking for an alternative to bricks and came across Ritek’s solution. We decided to proceed with the Ritek Wall System because we could design the homes with a single skin structural wall that when combined with Boral Envirocrete and One Steel Reinforcing we would achieve a new solution that has a high content of recyclability.”
“It is encouraging to see a developer that is practising sustainability and efficiency in the building industry. Australian Living’s project reflects innovation in both design and construction,” says Daniel Wilson from Ritek.
Daniel continues, “Australian Living’s decision to use Ritek’s innovative Wall System over a traditional building method for their Eco Challenge project has provided considerable benefits such as providing a safer, cleaner workplace, quicker and easier installation and significant overall project cost savings while utilising fewer resources.”
To be able to construct highly rated and high performing homes, Australian Living is using commercially recognised products and working with the suppliers to help adapt them for residential use.
